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1 Introduction

The West Berkshire Local Transport Plan (LTP) sets out the vision and
provides the policy framework for transport in West Berkshire for the period
2011-2026. This timescale matches that of the Local Development Framework
(Core Strategy). The LTP is supported by an Implementation Plan (IP)
showing how the transport policies and strategies will be delivered.

1.1 What is an Implementation Plan?

The Implementation Plan supports the delivery of the Local Transport Plan.
The IP is intended to cover the whole period of the LTP, but provides greater
detail of the upcoming short term actions (approximately three years) and is
reviewed and refreshed periodically to maintain an up-to-date rolling
programme of works and measures to support the delivery of the LTP.

The Implementation Plan outlines the projects that the Council expects to
deliver during the life of the LTP. It includes a range of initiatives, from
infrastructure projects necessary to deliver the LDF, capital projects to
improve the Council’s transport assets, and revenue schemes which will help
to meet the sustainable travel aims of the LTP.

The IP is formed of a set of tables which provides a simple description
information about each scheme within West Berkshire.

1.2 Why are we doing one?

Under the Local Transport Act 2008, and outlined in the LTP guidance 2010,
there is a statutory requirement for the Authority to publish an Implementation
Plan which outlines proposals to deliver the policies within the LTP. This
version of the IP has been refreshed to show how West Berkshire Council
continues to support the delivery of the current Local Transport Plan.

1.3 What timescale is covered?

The Implementation Plan covers the whole of the LTP plan period, from 2015

to 2026. It is divided into short (2015/16-2017/18), medium (2018/19-2021/22)
and long term (2022/23-March 2026) projects. The initial Implementation Plan
and previous revisions will have covered the years since the publication of the
third LTP in 2011, and updated to remain relevant.

2 Funding

2.1 Context of Local Authority financial situation

The Council’s Local Transport Plan and this Implementation Plan have been
prepared over a period of unprecedented financial constraint within the public
sector. Sustained reductions in public spending and welfare benefits reforms
started by the previous Coalition Government are set to continue through the
life of the current Parliament, which will continue to have a major impact both
on the Authority and the wider local community. There is continuous
economic uncertainty both nationally and globally and West Berkshire is not
immune from these economic challenges.



It is within this context that West Berkshire has planned its transport related
activity detailed in this plan. The Council’s careful financial planning through
its Medium Term Financial Strategy will help to steer the Authority through this
challenging financial environment.

2.2 What funding is available for transport?

Central Government funding for transport is currently allocated through four
grant funding streams. These funding streams are:

Funding for small transport improvement schemes (Capital)
Funding for highways maintenance (Capital)

Local Sustainable Transport Fund (Capital and Revenue)
Major Schemes (Capital)

2.2.1 Small Transport Improvement Schemes

This funding is given as grant funding and replaces the funding formally
known as the integrated transport block. Funding is only allocated for local
transport solutions, such as public transport improvements, walking and
cycling and safety related schemes. Based on this, this funding is a vital
mechanism to achieve the delivery of our goals and allows us to match fund
with other funding streams. Funding is allocated to authorities on a needs
based formula, allowing them to identify their priorities and allocate their
funding accordingly. £258m has been committed nationally by DfT for
2015/16, which is set to remain at this level until at least the end of 2017/18.

2.2.2 Highways maintenance

Maintenance of the highway network plays an important part in sustaining
social and economic prosperity within the District. Nationally £2.53bn over 3
years has been committed to maintenance of the highways. From a national
base of £901m in 2015/16, funding will fall steadily to £801m by 2017/18.
Funding is allocated according to a needs based formula, which takes into
account road length, number of bridges and tunnels and the rural nature of
the district. Local Authorities are expected to seek significant efficiency
savings by using their purchasing powers to drive down costs or maintenance.
Schemes that can be carried out with this funding include surface treatment,
highway drainage, and footway and structures maintenance.

In addition, local highway authorities have been able to submit bids to the
DfT’s Local Highways Maintenance Challenge Fund to bid for major
maintenance projects that are otherwise difficult to fund through the normal
block funding for highway maintenance. Through this fund, the Council has
been able to secure additional funding to improve the long term condition of
the A339 and a major upgrade of street lighting.

2.2.3 Local Sustainable Transport Fund

The Local Sustainable Transport Fund (LSTF) was established by the
previous Coalition Government to help deliver low cost, high output
interventions that are sustainable, support economic growth and reduce



carbon emissions in local communities. The fund supports initiatives that
address air quality issues, enhance safety and reduce congestion.

A proportion of this fund is available solely for the promotion and delivery of
Bikeability cycle training. West Berkshire Council has been awarded £62,000
to continue funding the delivery of Bikeability in 2015/16. The council will
continue to bid for funding to support Bikeability on an annual basis.

A joint LSTF bid between Reading, Wokingham and West Berkshire covering
the wider Reading area, which includes Theale, Calcot, Tilehurst and Purley,
has received £20.69m of investment. This has delivered a range of projects in
West Berkshire including a cycle hire scheme, new infrastructure to support
walking and cycling and development of a Park and Rail scheme at Theale
station.

2.2.4 Major Schemes

From 2015, funding for major transport schemes has been devolved from the
Department of Transport to Local Enterprise Partnerships (LEP), and will form
a significant proportion of the funding through the Local Growth Fund (LGF).
The Thames Valley Berkshire LGF deal aims to bring together business, local
authorities, education and the community sector to drive the local economy to
new levels of growth. It is focussed on three key priority areas of delivering
essential housing, enhancing urban connectivity, and growing the skills base

West Berkshire is a member of the Berkshire Local Transport Body (BLTB),
which is part of the TVB LEP, which has been established to prioritise the
devolved funding for local transport major schemes (£14.5 million for 2015/16
—2018/19). The BLTB has 12 voting members: one from each of the six
unitary authorities and six business representatives from the LEP. The BLTB
is backed up by an Accountable Body (Slough Borough Council) which will
provide Section 151 Officer, legal and secretariat support and be the
ultimately responsible body in the case of a legal challenge.

2.2.5 Revenue Funding

Revenue funding is vital to keep infrastructure and services operating on a
day to day basis. Works covered by revenue funding include: traffic
management, safety and awareness, school crossing patrols, and highway
development control.

2.2.6 West Berkshire Council Capital funding

The Council determines what proportion of its capital funding will be spent on
different priorities across West Berkshire through its capital programme.
Transport receives funding through the capital programme and, as stated
earlier, the Council receives capital funding (for transport) as a grant.
However, this funding is not ring-fenced and it is within the gift of the Council
to determine where its capital investment is focused. West Berkshire has a
good record of investing in transport through the capital programme.



Developer Contributions

Funding for new infrastructure can come from developer contributions. Since
April 2015, the Council has adopted a Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL)
which is to be charged against most new development within the authority,
largely replacing the previous S106 developer contributions. CIL is charged
according to square metreage of floorspace or where a new dwelling is
created based on the Council’'s agreed CIL Charging Schedule. Funding
raised will be used to pay for new infrastructure required as a result of new
development, including transport-related schemes.

2.2.7 Other grants/funds

2.2.7.1 Funding to improve the Rights of Way network

Improvements to the rights of way network can be funded by a range of
methods as the improvements can contribute to improve transportation,
recreation and the rural economy. Funding form the following ‘pots’ may be
available to help:

The Landfill Communities Fund

This innovative tax credit scheme enables operators of landfill sites to
contribute money to approved environmental bodies to carry out projects that
meet environmental objectives contained in the Landfill Tax Regulations. The
environmental bodies are those enrolled by entrust, the regulatory body for
the scheme. Landfill Operators can contribute up to 5.5% of their landfill tax
liability to the environmental Bodies, and reclaim 90% of this contribution as a
tax credit. The remaining 10% they either fun themselves or an independent
third party can make up the difference to the Landfill Operator.

This is a scheme for funding community and environmental projects
predominantly within ten miles of landfill sites. The funds can go towards
environmental improvements which would include improving access along
paths and rights of way for communities within the ten mile zone.

North Wessex Downs Sustainable Development Fund
The Sustainable Development Fund is aimed at supporting a range of projects

that bring environmental, social and economic benefits to the North Wessex
Downs AONB and contribute to the objectives of Natural England.

LEADER grant
The LEADER grant helps fund projects which support the local rural economy.

Projects need to demonstrate that they contribute at least one of the themes
in the Local Development strategy:

Creating opportunities to enjoy the North Wessex Downs
Supporting community development and business transformation
Promoting local food

Climate Change adaptation and mitigation

The LEADER funding is not available to the Local Authority but can be
accessed by other organisations and the LA could work in partnership to



deliver certain projects. Possible projects could be those that help to deliver
the vision of the North Wessex Downs as an area for green tourism including
opportunities for walking, cycling and riding.

2.2.7.2 Department of Health / Public Health

The partnership working with the health sector is strengthening with regards to
transport and, in particular, active travel. Encouraging walking, cycling and
other outdoor activities, and their integration into a part of our daily lifestyles
will help to improve the health and wellbeing of the public, as well as indirectly
supporting the delivery of many of our other objectives, such as minimising
congestion and reducing carbon emissions where car journeys are being
replaced.

In April 2013 the Public Health and Wellbeing team transferred to the
Authority from the Primary Care Trust. There are continued efforts to work
alongside the Public Health and Wellbeing team do deliver projects which
mutually support transport and health related aims such as increasing
physical activity and reduce obesity in children and adults alike by promoting
active travel measures as routine everyday activities. The Public Health and
Wellbeing team currently helps to fund the delivery of active travel measures
across West Berkshire schools, as well as promoting other transport
measures which help to support the reduction in obesity, and improve mental
wellbeing of residents.

2.2.7.3 Rail Industry

The Council enjoys a good working relationship with both Network Rail and
the incumbent operator of rail services in West Berkshire, First Great Western.
This partnership has enabled successful funding bids to be submitted to
improve customer facilities on the local rail network and to help improve
accessibility at railway stations.

2.2.7.4 Total Transport Pilot Fund Project

The previous Coalition Government outlined a £7.6m Total Transport Pilot
fund in early 2015 to look at new and better ways of delivering joined-up local
transport in rural and isolated areas. The Council (along with Wokingham
Borough) has been awarded £196k from this during 2015/16.

3 Partnership Working

As has been indicated above through the examples of the Health and Rail
sectors, working in partnership can be very effective in meeting shared aims.
This can enable better value for money to be achieved and utilise a range of
skills and experiences.

Transport projects and schemes will be delivered in partnership with local
communities, relevant businesses and organisations, schools and other
groups wherever this can deliver a better outcome for West Berkshire.



4 Schemes and projects

The schemes and projects included within the Implementation Plan have the
aim of helping to deliver one or more of the LTP policies. Projects include
those on the Council’s capital programme as well as more aspirational
projects which need to have feasibility studies and further work done to
assess their deliverability.

The tables in the Implementation plan are arranged according to the strategy
and key policy that they mainly help to deliver. These are:

= Network Management (Key Policy LTP K2: Minimising Congestion)
= Transport Asset Management (Key Policy LTP K7: Highways
Maintenance)

Passenger Transport (Key Policy LTP K9: Passenger Transport)
Road Safety (Key Policy LTP K8: Road Safety)

Freight (Key Policy LTP K12: Freight)

Active Travel (Key Policy LTP K1: Travel Choice)

Smarter Choices (Key Policy LTP K1: Travel Choice)

Parking (Key Policy LTP K11: Parking)

The Implementation plan is updated and reviewed on an annual basis.
Progress is monitored, and new projects are added to the short term
Implementation Plan.

Projects highlighted as medium or long term will also be reviewed to ensure
that they are still appropriate and to test that, as they become short term
projects, they will be deliverable.

Each table within the Implementation Plan outlines the projects and / or
schemes, shows the area covered, the year of delivery, which team will take
the lead on the project or scheme, whether partners are involved in the
delivery and if so who, what risks and dependencies are relevant to the
delivery of the project, the cost and type/source of funding and the key LTP
policies the project helps to deliver. The tables also show a progress column,
which reports the new information relevant to the latest annual review.
Completed projects and schemes are included in a separate completion table
at the end of each section.

The Tables included in this version of the Implementation Plan report the
progress on LTP delivery in 2011/12.

4.1 Delivery and Delivery Teams

Within the tables the lead team for each project is highlighted. Within the team
highlighted there are sub teams who will be responsible for the delivery of
each project. The table below lists the lead teams with the sub teams
responsible for delivery, and a brief explanation of the team’s main
responsibility.

This team is responsible for the
coordinating of all works / events
taking place or proposed on the
highway

Project Management (Highways)

This team are responsible for the
delivery of highway projects,
maintenance of bridges and other
highway structures and land drainage
management.
