			          particularly within our children and adult care
			          needs, and to be available as “rainy day money.”

			          There are tremendous financial demands across
     			          the country within local councils and we are not 
immune to these pressures. We are spending much more on children and 
adult care – investing over £8m extra in this area in the next year as 
demand continues to grow.

We are also transforming the way we do things, and you should see 
continuing improvements in our services. Greater efficiency has enabled us 
to invest in our sports centres and our libraries as well as our roads, where 
we will spend nearly £10m next year on re-surfacing, white lining and other 
essential works.

We must protect, invest in and improve our services and I am confident 
that this budget will achieve these aims. Together – councillors and 
council officers - we will continue to deliver services you can be proud of, 
and which we are proud to deliver.
