We collect basic details including:

We also collect details of the allegation/concern that has been raised.
Our records will also include details of any actions we take to address the concerns that
have been raised.

What will we use your data for?

We use your data to confirm your identity, and to contact you about the concern you have
raised. We don’t use the data you give us for any other purpose than to investigate and
address the concerns you raise.

Who will see your data?

The data you give us is kept securely and we will not share the information provided to
anyone outside of West Berkshire Council without your consent unless the law requires us
to do so.

In some circumstances, as set out in the ‘Working Together to Safeguard Children (2015)’
guidance (https://www.gov.uk/government/publications/working-together-to-
safeguardchildren--2 ), required to pass information to police and Children’s Social Care,
and in other situations may need to inform the appropriate regulatory bodies.

Why are we doing this?

How long will your data will be kept?

Your data will not be kept any longer than necessary. You can check how long the
organisation will keep each type of data against West Berkshire Council’s retention
schedule (www.westberks.gov.uk/retention ).
